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After you first logon the Campus Portal you will School and District Notice which provides direct communication from the school to the parents.
Parents see only the records of the students that are in their household.
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The following information is available to parents:

« Certain demographic information

- A family calendar that displays attendance events and assignments due for all students in the household (note: assignments for grade 6-
12 students only at this time)

« An individual student calendar for each student in the household

« A schedule of classes for each student in the household

« Assignments and grades for each student (grades 6-12 only) in the household

- Attendance by term/quarter and period for the year

» Health immunization record

» Standardized assessments if available.




The Family link displays a list of all household members, and includes their relationship, address and phone number(s).



The Calendar link lists the student’s assignments that are due on the corresponding date. Indicators for attendance events (i.e. absences) are also
displayed. The calendar link, beneath the family, displays events for each enrolled student in the household. The calendar link beneath a particular
student displays only the information for that student.



The Schedule lists the student’s classes by period (shown vertically) and by term (shown horizontally across

top of schedule). Parents may email the teacher directly by clicking on the envelope icon associated with the course. Parents of secondary (grades

6-12) students may also view any student assignments and grades by clicking on the class link associated with the course. If assignment
information is available, an assignment icon will display.



The assignment detail displays the student’s summary grade, followed by the individual assignment names, grades, class scores and teacher
comments.



Attendance data, as entered by the school, will display on the portal. Entries are color-coded to indicate a status of excused, unexcused, unknown
or exempt. (example of an exempt absence would be a field trip) This attendance screen lists absences and tardies by date, as well as provides a
summary (count) for each term.



The Health area displays student vaccination data. The dates, which follow each of the state-mandated vaccinations, indicate the date it was
administered to the student.



The Assessment area lists the any available standard state and national tests and student scores.




The Reports area offers the option to view or print reports that have been published to portal. Typically, reports will include:

* Schedules

« Progress Reports (grades 6-12)

» Report Cards (grades 6-12)

« Unofficial Transcript (grades 6-12)
